Notes / Compliance Reminders:
All pre‑approval requirements must be completed before any child placement.
SAFE Home Study and Home Inspection must be updated within 12 months of any renewal.
Proof of home insurance is mandatory and must meet agency liability standards.
Pet vaccination records are required for all animals in the home (rabies and core vaccines).
Driver’s abstracts for all adult drivers must be renewed every 3 years.
Child Welfare and Broad Police Record Checks must be renewed every 3 years or as directed by MCCSS.
Non‑crisis intervention training (CPI/TCI) should be refreshed per certification cycle (typically every 1–2 years).
Kujali Training is mandatory for all foster parents by Dec 31 2025.
Maintain documentation in the Foster Parent Learning Plan (FPLP) and file checklist for audit readiness.
Confirm compliance during annual licensing reviews and record in SORRL dashboard.
